








Working on Campus
You can develop the skills you’ll need in your future career and earn money to help finance your 
education by working on campus. There are two options to pursue:

Federal Work Study
Students who show financial need based on their FAFSA may be eligible for part-time 
employment through the federal work-study program. 

Student Employment
Students who are enrolled in at least six credits and earn a 2.0 overall grade point average can 
apply for student employment. International students must be enrolled full time (12 or more 
credits) and obtain work permits from UNLV’s International Students and Scholars office 
each semester. Check hire.unlv.edu/students/jobsearchservices for the latest openings. Regular 
student employment does not require a FAFSA to demonstrate need.

Which Aid Is Right for You?
Most of our students receiving financial aid combine multiple types of aid to cover their costs. For this reason, it is very 
important to apply for all types of financial assistance.

How to Apply
Applying for financial aid can be a complex and detailed process. So it’s important to follow these 
steps to apply for the help you need.

1. Apply for Admission to UNLV. 
If you haven’t already applied, go to unlv.edu/admissions and apply today. Contact one of our 
undergraduate recruiters at 702-774-UNLV (8658) to learn more about our outstanding academics, 
vibrant campus, and dynamic community. Apply by February 1 for priority consideration. 

2. File a Free Application for Federal Student Aid.
In order to be considered for state/federal grants, work study, and federal loans, file the FAFSA 
online at fafsa.ed.gov. The FAFSA is available after January 1 and should be submitted by our 
February 1 priority filing date using the UNLV federal school code, 002569.

3. Submit a UNLV Scholarship Application.
In order to be considered for UNLV scholarships, submit a scholarship application online at 
financialaid.unlv.edu by February 1.

Tracking Your Aid and Paying Your Bills
Managing your financial aid is as easy as clicking a button. Once you have been notified of your 
award, visit financialaid.unlv.edu and click on “My Aid” to set up your personal financial aid profile.

As a college student, paying your tuition and other university bills on time is very important. Late 
tuition payments may be subject to additional fees and in some cases could result in being dropped 
from your classes.

E-Billing
Paying your tuition is quick and easy with e-billing. You can receive billing information and pay 
your bills online via your student e-mail account. 

Need Extra Time? 
UNLV’s deferred payment plan allows students to make interest-free tuition payments every month 
instead of paying in full upfront.

Don’t Forget February 1
This is the priority deadline for the UNLV admission application and the FAFSA. While we’re happy to take your 
admission application and FAFSA after this priority deadline, the best opportunities will be given to those students 
who submit their applications by February 1. Scholarship applications for the fall semester must be received by 
February 1. Please visit unlv.edu/admissions for spring semester deadlines.

FAFSA Tips:
Apply for a personal identification number online at pin.ed.gov prior to filing the FAFSA. This number can be used •	
to sign your FAFSA online and to access your online U.S. Department of Education records. 

The FAFSA worksheet, found at fafsa.ed.gov, can be printed and used as a guide to help you fill out your FAFSA •	
online. 

You can file the FAFSA if you have not yet filed your federal income taxes by simply estimating your income. After •	
your income taxes have been filed, you may update your FAFSA online.
