Credentials: Journalists interested in obtaining a press credential for the press f iling center should send the following 
information to VegasDebate@CNN.com. Media will be required to present photo identif ication and a company ID upon 
check-in at the press filing center. Please note the credential will grant the journalist access to the f iling center and the Spin 
Room, not the debate hall.

The press filing center will be open to journalists beginning at noon on the day of the debate.  Please note that there will be 
monitors in the f iling center for viewing.  There will also be video and audio mult boxes available on a f irst-come, first-
serve basis.  
An advisory detailing additional logistical information, including the exact locations of the press f iling center and the Spin 
Room, will be issued in the coming weeks.  
As previously announced, all 2008 CNN debate footage will be available without restriction upon the conclusion of each 
debate. Excerpting instructions are also forthcoming.
