Program Overview: The GPSA Book Scholarship program is designed to offer financial 
assistance to graduate and professional students purchasing textbooks for the upcoming semester. 
15 scholarships are awarded each Fall and Spring semester in the amount of $100.00 each. 
 
Eligibility: To qualify for the GPSA Book Scholarship students must be admitted and enrolled 
full-time (9 credits or 6 credits with a graduate assistantship). Students must also have and 
maintain a minimum 3.0 GPA, be in good academic standing and have taken and completed at 
least 6 graduate/professional credit hours at UNLV.  Students are permitted to receive no 
more than one GPSA Book Scholarship during their graduate/professional studies at 
UNLV.  
 
Application Instructions: The student must fill out the application form in its entirety and 
include an unofficial transcript. Incomplete or late applications will be disqualified.  
 
Deadlines: Applications are due April 30th for the Fall Semester GPSA Book Scholarship and 
October 30th for the Spring Semester GPSA Book Scholarship.  
 
Selection of Recipients: Will be based on random selection from the pool of qualified 
applicants. The procedure is as such: all applications will be reviewed to ensure each applicant 
meets the minimum standards. Their names are then put into an excel spreadsheet and using the 
random number generator, 15 recipients will be selected each semester.  
 
Disbursal of Scholarships: A letter will be e-mailed for you to present at the UNLV Bookstore 
when checking out. Please take your RebelCard with you as well.
