· Deadlines for international students:

· Departments could recommend provisional admission for students whose academic record is not strong enough at the time of admission. The student must complete specified courses with a B or higher to receive graduate standing status within a year.
· Non-Degree seeking application is only for domestic students.

· Matriculation
· Student must be in compliance with enrollment requirements.
· Admitted students must be enrolled in classes during the semester they were admitted otherwise the admission will be cancelled.

· To be considered for admission in a future semester, non-matriculated student must reapply.

· Regular students not enrolled for classes for three consecutive semesters will be separated from academic program and the admission will be cancelled.

· Student can apply for Leave of Absence for 2 semesters or longer. Student can return as scheduled and re-enroll for classes. 
· Appeals are accepted subject to approval.

· Graduate Student Timeline to help student meet the necessary requirements for graduation is available at the graduate college website. The process begins after the student is admitted to the graduate college, and culminates with the degree conferral. Students can follow the timeline to advance through their graduate program in the proper sequence.
· Graduation Requirements. The degree will be conferred after the student fulfilled all degree requirements, submitted all required forms, and final documents. Student cannot participate in commencement prior to completion of all degree requirements.
· Mentorship

· Graduate coordinators Collaborate with the department chair and academic dean, as appropriate, to facilitate graduate student mentorship and advisement.

· Graduate coordinators are the official liaison between the department and graduate college on all matters related to the oversight and management of departmental graduate programs. They serve as graduate council members and assist with the formation and implementation of graduate college policies and programs. Graduate coordinators provide advice and counsel to the Graduate College dean on a variety of issues.
