FAQs for Industry and Investors

My company would like to sponsor research on campus. How do we make this arrangement? 

Industry-sponsored research at UNLV will require an agreement between the university and the sponsoring company that defines the parameters of the research. UNLV has standard agreements in place that have been approved by different industries in our region. In most cases, these contracts may be tailored to your specific needs and executed within a short time frame. 

If I have been in contact directly with a faculty member regarding sponsored research, how should I proceed? 

The university faculty member should work with the Office of Sponsored Programs in the preparation of a proposal, a scope of work, and a budget. You are also welcome to contact our office to help facilitate the partnership.
