Descripcion del curso

SPAN302 es un curso avanzado de gramatica y redaccién, diseflado para estudiantes que ya poseen un alto
dominio del espafiol hablado y escrito y desean perfeccionar sus conocimientos a través del uso de estructuras
complejas y un vocabulario especializado. Durante el semestre se examinara una amplia variedad de textos
con el fin de estimular la interpretacion, el debate, revisar la gramatica y enriquecer el vocabulario y la
expresion. Este curso se dictara completamente en espafiol.

Formato del curso
Esta clase ha sido disefiada para que los estudiantes interactien e intercambien ideas entre si y, obviamente,
con la profesora.

1. El material del curso estd organizado en moédulos por temas que incluyen lecturas, explicaciones y
actividades. Cada estudiante serd responsable de completar las tareas y actividades correspondientes
ANTES de las fechas limites establecidas (ver «Calendatio del cursow).

2. La clase se reunird los martes y jueves de 10:00 AM a 11:15 AM en CBC 313. Estas reuniones
servirdn para analizar el material estudiado cada semana, resolver dudas, completar actividades de
refuerzo, intercambiar ideas, etc. Cada estudiante debe estar preparado para contribuir al debate y a
las actividades en grupo. Para ello es indispensable completar las lecturas y actividades propuestas
antes de clase.

Prerrequisitos

Los estudiantes deben haber cursado y aprobado SPAN 214 o SPAN 227 (o haber recibido formacién
equivalente) antes de tomar este curso. De no ser asi o en caso de duda, es necesatrio ponerse en contacto con
la profesora tan pronto como sea posible.

Se espera que todos los estudiantes posean un nivel de fluidez en todas las destrezas de espafiol equivalente,
como minimo, a un intermedio alto.

Obijetivos del curso
Al finalizar este curso, los estudiantes seran capaces de:

e Utilizar los conocimientos y competencias desarrollados a lo largo del curso para estudiar y analizar
textos literarios y no literarios de nivel avanzado en espafiol.

e Ultilizar con fluidez un vocabulario preciso y apropiado para la articulacién de ideas concretas y
abstractas relacionadas con distintos temas.
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® Aplicar de forma apropiada las reglas de gramatica y puntuacién estudiadas en el proceso y
elaboracién de textos avanzados en espafiol.

® Identificar y aplicar los pasos del desarrollo de un ensayo académico (generaciéon de ideas,
elaboraciéon de borradores, revision y redaccion de la version final).

® Desarrollar una conciencia cultural critica y apreciar la heterogeneidad de perspectivas culturales del
mundo hispéanico.

TAREAS DE REFLEXION

Hstas tareas tienen como objetivo reflexionar en profundidad sobre determinados temas o contextos
relacionados con las lecturas de clase. Cada discusion incluird una pregunta o serie de preguntas que sera
necesario responder. Su objetivo serd proporcionar una vision critica y reflexiva sobre los temas en cuestion.

Recuerde traer una copia impresa a clase y subitla también
a «Webcampus/Canvas.

COMPOSICIONES
Cada estudiante entregara TRES composiciones a lo largo del semestre. Cada composicion tendra un enfoque
distinto con el fin de poner en practica las estrategias examinadas en clase:

® Composicion 1: Ensayo académico (minimo: 500 palabras).
e Composicion 2: Ensayo analitico (minimo: 750 palabras).
o Composicion 3: Ensayo argumentativo (minimo: 1000 palabras).

HEstas composiciones podran reescribirse incorporando las correcciones y comentarios de la profesora con la
posibilidad de subir la nota inicial. La primera version es la mas importante y supondra un 70% de la nota
final. La version revisada supondra el 30% de la nota final. Recuerde traer una copia impresa a clase y subirla
también a «Webcampus/Canvasy. El dia de entrega de la version final debera entregar también la version
inicial revisada.

Auditing a Course

Auditing a course allows a student to continue attending the lectures and/or laboratories and discussion
sessions associated with the course, but the student will not earn a grade for any component of the course.
Students who audit a course receive the same educational experience as students taking the course for a
grade, but will be excused from exams, assessments, and other evaluative measures that serve the primary
purpose of assigning a grade.

Classroom Conduct

Students have a responsibility to conduct themselves in class and in the libraries in ways that do not interfere
with the rights of other students to learn, or of instructors to teach.

Instructors who agree to record their classes (audio only, or video and audio) should
inform students in advance. Recorded lectures may not be broadly released to anyone, but made available
exclusively to those students enrolled in the class during the particular academic term. Recorded lectures
must be stored securely, and are subject to the Nevada System of Higher Education’s Records Retention
Policy, meaning that the recordings can only be deleted 120 days after the end of class (i.e., after grades are
posted). Once this requirement is met, the recordings should be deleted. Class recordings are protected from
disclosure, as they are deemed part of an educational record under the Family Educational Rights and
Privacy Act (FERPA).

Incomplete Grades

The grade of “I” (Incomplete) may be granted when a student has satisfactorily completed three-fourths of
course work for that semester/session, but cannot complete the last part of the coutse for reason(s) beyond
the student’s control and acceptable to the instructor, and the instructor believes that the student can finish
the course without repeating it. For undergraduate courses, the incomplete work must be made up before
the end of the following regular semester. Graduate students receiving “I” grades in 500-, 600-, or 700-level
courses have up to one calendar year to complete the work, at the discretion of the instructor. If course
requirements are not completed within the period indicated, a grade of “I”” will be recorded, and the
student’s GPA will be adjusted accordingly. Students who are fulfilling an Incomplete grade do not register
for the course, but make individual arrangements with the instructor who assigned the “I”” grade.

Any student missing class, quizzes, examinations, or any other class or laboratory work because of observance
of religious holidays will be given an opportunity during that semester to make up the missed work.

It is the responsibility of the student to
notify the instructor within the first 14 calendar days of the course for Fall and Spring courses (except for
modular courses), or within the first 7 calendar days of the course for Summer and modular courses, of their
intention to participate in religious holidays which do not fall on state holidays or periods of class recess.
