· A minimum of 50 percent of the degree program must be 700-level courses excluding thesis, dissertation, or professional/scholarly paper. Individual departments may require more than the Graduate College minimum.
· Courses used to fulfill requirements for one degree may not be used toward another degree. 
· All core courses must be completed with a grade of “B” or better.  A failed course, proficiency examination, or comprehensive examination can be repeated only once.  Failed proficiency examinations or comprehensive examinations must be repeated on the next available departmental test date.
· A candidate for an advanced degree or graduate certificate must have a minimum Graduate Program Grade Point Average of 3.20 to be eligible to graduate or receive the certificate.
· Students will be placed on academic probation if:
· A grade lower than a B is earned in two or more classes
· The student’s overall GPA drops below a cumulative 3.20 average
· The student fails any proficiency or comprehensive examination
