Historical Methods Requirements

These three courses must be taken in order:

HIST 251 - Intro to Historical Methods (complete at least one HIST course first)

HIST 351 — History Workshop (requires grade of C- or higher in HIST 251 first)

HIST 451 — Capstone Research Seminar (take in senior year; requires C- or higher in both HIST 251 and 351 and at least 9
credits of HIST coursework first)
