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Pre-Arrival Tasks and Information

As you prepare to embark on the journey to your new university life in the U.S. and begin your program
of studies, please review the following important next steps.

NEW STUDENT PRE-ARRIVAL CHECKLIST ..., :

It is important that you complete the new student requirements in advance of your course enrollment.

For example, you must activate your Rebelmail and ACE account to access critical information. New
international students should complete their respective new student checklist: First-year students, transfer
students, or new graduate students, immediately after confirming their admission.

CONFIRM HOUSING ARRANGEMENTS ... . . .

First-Year

Securing housing is a vital part of your arrival preparation that must be completed before you arrive in

the U.S. All first-year students, undergraduate and graduate, as well as transfer students are strongly
encouraged to live on campus in their first year. UNLV offers multiple housing options for on-campus living.
The residence halls offer the most convenient option because no cash deposit is required and the cost of
housing and your meal plan (required for students living in the residence halls) is charged to your student
account. Living in the residence halls in your first year will give you easy access to resources on campus
and the opportunity to live in a supportive community of fellow students. Living on campus gives you time
to get to know the area, establish a U.S. bank account, and find roommates and housing options for your
second year if you prefer to live off campus.

The UNLV Residence Halls have themed communities that you can choose from (first-come, first-served).
The Global Gateway themed community seeks to connect international students with students studying
world languages at UNLV, and UNLV study abroad students for culture and language exchange. You can
apply to live on the Global Languages floor, if you are learning or speak Spanish, French, Chinese, German, or
Japanese fluently.

It's important that you submit your application to live in the Residence Halls as soon as possible. Each
residence hall option has limited vacancies, so please apply well in advance of your anticipated arrival

date. All new applicants must pay a nonrefundable $125 USD application fee. Here is a helpful video with
instructions for how to apply for the Residence Halls. If you need assistance during the application process,
you can contact UNLV Housing at housing@unlv.edu.

Once you secure your on-campus housing in the Residence Halls, you will log into the Housing Portal using
your ACE account to view your specific housing information. If you have not set up your ACE account, please
follow the steps for New Student Activation.

To prepare to move into the Residence Halls, please arrive with these items, or plan on purchasing them
immediately upon your arrival:

* Bed sheets, pillow, blanket

+ Bath towel

* Toiletries

+ Shower curtain (check with your roommates, you only need one)

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Second Year and Beyond

UNLYV also has apartment-style living opportunities at The Legacy and The Degree that are great options
for your second year onward. You may need to provide a deposit to hold your space, so prepare for that in
advance. Please call the staff at the Legacy or Degree leasing office for more information about deposit
and leasing options. You do not need a guarantor to apply. The Legacy and The Degree are UNLV-affiliated
partners, but they operate under leasing and payment agreements that are separate from UNLV. Apply to
live at The Degree or The Legacy as early as possible.

We recommend you live on campus or in UNLV-affiliated housing. However, if you plan to live in housing
unaffiliated with UNLV, apartment or home rental applications can take up to several weeks to get approved,
and you will need to give a deposit of 1-3 months rent in order to reserve your place. We also recommend
securing off-campus housing well in advance.

Please feel free to reach out to the Global Ambassadors or UNLV Global staff if you have any questions
about on-campus housing.

Housing Contracts

Housing contracts are legal binding agreements. If you sign a housing agreement, you are legally
responsible to fulfill it financially. Regardless of whether your housing contract is with UNLY,
UNLV-affiliated UDistrict properties, outside properties managed by other companies or individuals,
be sure to do the following:

* Never sign a contract until you have read all the details and agree to the terms.
* Never sign a second contract for a different house/apartment. You will be financially responsible
for two agreements.

Items for your Checked Bags:

Check the weather conditions on the day of your flight to Las Vegas. If you are arriving in August
the weather will most likely be sunny and hot (average daytime temperatures of 102 °F or 38 °C).
Many buildings in Las Vegas are air conditioned and indoor temperatures are much cooler. To help
accommodate the fluctuating outdoor and indoor temperature, wear layers of clothing (e.g., short
sleeved shirt and a light jacket).

For a list of what you should not bring please see the U.S. Customs and Border Protection Prohibited and
Restricted Items.

What to Expect at a U.S. Port of Entry as an
International Student

New international students - Initial F-1 students and J-1 exchange visitors may enter the U.S. no more than
30 days in advance of the program start date on your Form |-20 or DS-2019.

After exiting your plane and proceeding to the airport terminal for arriving passengers, please have the
following documents ready to present to the U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) official:

+ Passport (current and valid for at least 6 months beyond the date of entry)
* Valid F-1 or J-1 Visa

* Not required if you are a citizen of Canada

+ Valid Form I-20 or DS-2019

* UNLV Admissions Letter

Please also note that the CBP officer may ask you questions. Please be ready to explain in English your
reason for entering the U.S., your reason for choosing UNLV and your degree program/major, and the length
of time you plan to stay in the United States (in other words, the length of your program). Although it is

not required, it is helpful to have access to MyUNLYV or a printout of your class schedule to show course
enrollment. It is very important that you explain that you are a student or exchange visitor to the U.S. and be
prepared to provide the name and location of the school program where you are enrolling:

If the CBP agent has additional questions and requires additional verification of your entry, please ask them
to contact UNLV's International Student and Scholar Compliance (ISSC) by calling 702-774-6477.

Please be sure you are presenting your UNLV student immigration documents (I-20 or DS-2019) and
requesting entry to the U.S. as a student. You cannot use a B-1 visa or ESTA to enter the U.S. when you are

beginning your program of study at UNLV.

COMPLIMENTARY AIRPORTPICKUP ...

The UNLV Global staff can help you arrange airport transportation to
your new home or temporary accommodation. Please remember to
complete the Arrival Plans survey sent to your UNLV email in advance
and before your arrival to request airport pickup.

If you indicate interest in the airport pickup service in the Arrival Plans
survey, you will receive a voucher for a complimentary Uber ride from
the Harry Reid International Airport to your accommodation. To receive
a voucher, you must download the Uber app and connect your Uber app
to your home country bank account or a credit card connected to your
home country bank account prior to your arrival. Even if a linked bank
account or credit card is not required in your country, your free voucher
will not work in the U.S. unless you have completed this step

in advance.

* Uber for Android
+ Uber for Apple

If you requested an airport pickup and connected your Uber app to a
bank account or credit card, you should receive a voucher in your email
and Uber app. The notification has information similar to the screenshot
below. Contact global@unlv.edu if there is a problem. We will respond
to your email within 2 business days.

1. Once you arrive at Harry Reid International Airport, connect to the
free wifi. If you have trouble, find an airport Help Desk.

2. Request your Uber ride through the app using the voucher before
you leave the airport. The voucher should automatically appear
in your Uber app when you are confirming your ride, as seen in
the screenshot to the right.

3. Harry Reid International Airport Uber pickup areas:

« Terminal 1: go to T1 Parking and take the elevator to Level 2M
+ Terminal 3: go to T3 Parking and the take the elevator to
Valet Level (V)

REMINDER: In case of an emergency or your Uber voucher not
working, please remember to bring $50 USD cash for your travels. It is
safe to travel with some U.S. dollars, and you can use cash to take a
taxi or bus if needed.

If you choose to take a taxi, please find the nearest taxi pick-up area.
Terminal 1 arrivals will find the taxis located outside near the baggage
claim, and for Terminal 3 arrivals, taxis are located outside on Level
Zero. The ride cost to a location near UNLV’s campus is approximately $20 - $25 USD. Please be aware that
there might be fees associated with using an international credit card to pay for your ride, so to avoid fees
you can pay with cash.

Starting Your First Semester

If you have secured on-campus housing, please review the UNLV Housing Guide, the Housing, Residence,
and Dining Hall Contract, and visit Announcements for general information. If you have secured off-campus
housing, your move-in dates are typically shown in your lease or rental agreement.

If your arrival is outside business hours (typically 8 a.m. = 5 p.m ), you need to contact your housing provider
in advance of your arrival to arrange how you will get keys to your building and unit. For example, the Legacy
or Degree can arrange alternative key pickup with advance notice. The UNLV residence halls have 24-hour
support, but they do need to know in advance that you are coming. For the UNLV residence halls, your
building and room access is your RebelCard. Be sure to activate your card in advance of your arrival.

If your flight is scheduled to arrive prior to your move in date, you need to book temporary accommodation
for yourself at a local motel.

MANDATORY INTERNATIONAL STUDENT CHECK-IN AT UNLV ARRIVAL
IN THE UL S, e

In order to maintain valid F-1 or J-1 nonimmigrant status, all F-1 and J-1 students must complete a
check-in with ISSC immediately upon arrival. You will complete the check-in process through the OISS Portal
and MyUNLV.

All initial attendance, change of status, change of level, or transfer pending students must submit scanned
copies of the following documents within the OISS Portal:
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* Most recent passport

* Most recent F-1 or J-1 visa or |I-797A Change of Status Approval Notice

+ Signed copy of the UNLV I-20 or UNLV DS-2019

* Most recent I-94 (available on the CBP website after entering the U.S., select “get most recent 1-94”)

* Your electronic I-94 may take up to 48 hours to be updated

« If you have changed your visa status while inside the U.S., then your I-94 can be found on the bottom of
your |I-797A Approval Notice

* You must also update your local U.S. physical address and phone number in MyUNLV

It is very important that you complete this mandatory check-in immediately upon arrival! ISSC will be
required to terminate the SEVIS record for any F-1 or J-1 student who does not complete the required
check-in process on time.

COURSE INFORMATION AND REGISTRATION ... ..., :

Undergraduate and graduate international students will find information about degree programs in the
Degrees Directory. Detailed information about every course offered at UNLV can be found in the Catalogs,
which are organized by level (e.g., graduate) and by academic year. Please take the time to become familiar
with the catalog of your matriculation year (the year you begin your program of study), which includes the
links to useful information about Academic Policies and General Education Requirements.

Registration is a multistep process that can only be completed during registration periods. Check out the
Registrar's Guide to Registration and don't hesitate to contact the Office of Registrar with any questions.
Please begin the registration process early as course capacity can fill up quickly. The Office of the Registrar
outlines specific procedures for registration, and updated registration information and deadlines can be
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found on the Registrar’s Calendars and Schedules. You are expected to complete registration activities
in MyUNLV.

Before registration, undergraduate international students must speak with an academic advisor. F-1 and
J-1 students are required to maintain full-time status during the regular semesters (fall and spring). Please
review the credit requirements to be considered full time based on student level and assistantship status.

Although F-1 and J-1 students are not required to be enrolled full-time during the summer, continuing
F-1 and J-1 students can take courses outside of the regular semesters. For more information visit
Summer Term.

Graduate Students

If you are a new international graduate student, please review the Graduate Student Handbook for
information and policies related to your graduate study. We recommend that you contact your Graduate
Coordinator and/or FacultyAdvisor, before registering for courses as they might have recommendations
specific to your program. A program faculty advisor or your graduate coordinator will be assigned to you

at the time of admission. For some students, their Graduate Coordinator will also be their advisor during
the orientation and onboarding process. For degree progression assistance, you will contact your Graduate
College Retention, Progression and Completion (RPC) coordinator (grad.rpc@unlv.edu). You will find
contact information for your Graduate coordinator and RPC coordinator in Grad Rebel Gateway.

Providing an Immunization Record

All students studying at any university in Nevada are required to provide documentation of their
immunizations, except for students who are excused for medical or religious reasons. Immunization
documentation or exemptions are handled by the Office of the Registrar. For more information about the
immunization requirements visit the Office of Registrar Immunizations page.

CASHIERING AND STUDENT ACCOUNTS ... :

Paying Tuition and Fees

Registration is not complete until all tuition and fees have been paid. You can view your account balance and
securely pay tuition and fees in MyUNLYV. Please review Payment Options for more information and if you are
making tuition and fee payments outside of the U.S., see the UNLV International Student Payments page.
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COURSE MATERIALS .. :

Your custom textbook list will be available in MyUNLV once your registration is complete. For some
textbooks, you will have the option to purchase a new or used textbook, and in some cases renting
textbooks is an affordable option. If you have questions about your course materials, it is best to refer to
your course syllabus and contact the course instructor. Below is useful information to help you effectively
communicate with your course instructors/professors.

CONTACTING YOUR INSTRUCTORS AND PROFESSORS ... ... ...

If you have any questions or concerns about the course after reviewing the syllabus, reach out to your
instructor or professor. Based on your course syllabus, there will be a preferred method of contact shared
by your instructor/professor (e.g., email, phone call, office hours). Every instructor/professor will have office
hours listed. If possible, stop by during their office hours. Some instructors/professors may require you

to schedule an appointment during their office hours. Make contact early in the semester by introducing
yourself or asking questions about the course. Below are a few etiquette tips to keep in mind.

* If you need to visit outside of office hours, be sure to email the instructor/professor to ask for an
appointment in advance.

* Be polite and address your instructor/professor correctly using their name/title. If your instructor/
professor holds a PhD, it is polite to address them with Dr. (last name) and if you are unsure, use
“Professor” followed by their last name.

« Whether in person or on email, always introduce yourself and the course you are in (your name, course
name, and number). Instructors/professors teach multiple courses with a lot of students; therefore,
without a proper introduction, they may not know who you are. If you use a nickname, be sure to use
both your nickname and legal name in your introduction. This will avoid any misunderstanding and
save the instructor/professor time to look through their rosters to find you.

+ The form of communication with your instructor/professor depends on your questions or needs. If
it's something simple such as clarification questions, email would be the easiest and fastest way;
however, if you have a list of questions or complex questions that need time to explain, office hours
or a meeting would be more appropriate. When using email, gather all your questions ahead of time
and avoid having multiple follow-up questions if you can.

+ Before contacting your instructor/professor, do your due diligence and review the course syllabus
and Canvas before reaching out. Many answers to your questions can be found in the syllabus
and Canvas.

+ For anything academic-related, use your UNLV email (Rebelmail), not a personal email account.

« When emailing your instructor/professor, expect at least 1 to 2 business days for a reply.

During weekends and holidays, it may take longer because they may not be working. Be sure
to plan accordingly.

COURSE GRADES AND TRANSCRIPTS ... . e

UNLV course instructors report a student’s course proficiency as a letter grade, which is consistent with
the Nevada System of Higher Education (NSHE) Grading Policy. Instructors will provide a clear explanation
of their grading scale in the course syllabus. Instructors can also include a “plus” and “minus” as part of
their grading scale (i.e., A-, B+, B-, C+, C-, D+, or D-). Please be aware that a “S"or grades of “D- and above”
are considered passing and you will earn course credit. A grade of “F” counts towards credits attempted
(not earned) and appears on your transcript (official academic record). Your transcript is maintained by the
Registrar’'s Office and you can request official transcripts through the Rebel Success Hub. You can access
your unofficial transcripts any time in MyUNLV.
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For more information about Undergraduate course grades, Grade Point Average (GPA), and other important
Academic Policies, visit the Undergraduate Catalog, and for a quick reference with links to forms visit
Undergraduate: Academic Policies and Terms.

For Graduate-level course grades, GPA, or other important Graduate Academic Policies and Terms, please
see the Graduate Student Handbook which is the first broad section of the Graduate Catalog. All Graduate
forms may be found in Grad Rebel Gateway.

WITHDRAWAL e

Before dropping a course or changing it to audit after the last day to add/drop online, you must speak to
your Academic Advisor (undergraduate student) or your Graduate Coordinator (graduate student) and your
ISSC Advisor (ISSC@unlv.edu). You will find the add/drop and other important deadlines on the Calendars
and Schedules webpage. The UNLV system will not allow you to make any changes to your course after the
add/drop date each semester without permission from your ISSC Advisor. If you drop a course during the
registration period, the course does not appear on your transcript. If you withdraw from a course after the
end of late registration, you will receive a “W” on your transcript.

PROGRAM UPD ATES . e :
Change of Major or Adding Majors
Undergraduate students

International undergraduate students must work with their Academic Advisor to change or add additional
majors during their studies.

For all international students, if you make any program changes you are required to notify ISSC. Please visit
the Program Updates webpage for more information.

Graduate students

International graduate students are admitted to a degree or certificate in a specific department or program.
If you want to switch to a different department or program during your graduate studies, you need to

submit a new application, pay the application fee, and provide all the necessary documents to the Graduate
College. If you want to change your focus or track within your current program, you'll need approval from the
graduate coordinator or department chair. New students should email gradadmission@unlv.edu to request
a change, while current students should email grad.rpc@unlv.edu for subplan changes.

For currently enrolled graduate students who plan on adding a certificate or changing certificates, a new
application with applicable fees and all required admission documents need to be submitted. Visit Graduate
Certificate Programs for more information about adding a certificate program to your degree.

Additional information about specific graduate program requirements may be found in your program
handbook. Your program handbook can be found in the Degrees Directory on your degree page. Program
handbooks are typically located on the degree page’s Documents/Download section.

We recommend that new international students arrive one week prior to the start of the semester to
attend a variety of welcome events that occur in the week before the semester begins.

Rebel Ready Week & Undergraduate Orientation

Rebel Ready Week (RRW) is a week-long program each fall designed to help you learn valuable information
about UNLV, meet with peers and helpful staff in small group sessions, and participate in fun events to
kickstart your university life.

If you are starting in a Fall semester, you should arrive one week before the start of classes to attend
the mandatory Rebel Ready Week. International students also should plan to attend virtual new student
orientation during the summer. You will register for a virtual orientation session in MyUNLV.

All new students beginning in the fall semester should check out UNLV Creates, which is the annual
academic convocation and welcome ceremony for all incoming students and a vital starting point for your
academic journey. At this event you will pledge to graduate from UNLV and you will receive an honorary
UNLV graduation cord.

If you are a first-year undergraduate student and your first semester is in the spring, we strongly encourage
you to attend Spring Orientation. To get registered for classes, please contact your Advising Center

to schedule an appointment, we highly encourage you to do this prior to attending orientation. Drop in
academic advising is provided during the Spring New Student Orientation.

New Graduate Student Rebel Ready Week & Orientation

International graduate students are encouraged to attend campus-wide welcome events in addition to
completing the new student online modules found in their WebCampus/Canvas account.

International graduate students should expect communications from the Graduate College about the
Graduate Student Orientation. Please visit Information for New Graduate Students for more information.
All graduate students should review the Graduate Student Handbook and the Graduate Catalog. New
graduate assistants should also review the Graduate Student Assistant Handbook.

All new students beginning in the fall semester will participate in some Rebel Ready Week events the
week prior to the start of the Fall semester and should check out UNLV Creates, which is the annual
academic convocation and welcome ceremony for all incoming students and vital starting point for your
academic journey.

New International Student Welcome Event

All new international undergraduate, graduate, transfer, and English Language Center students are

welcome to join the UNLV Global New International Student Welcome Event. This event takes place the
week before the start of the semester, and details can be found on the UNLV Global Events webpage prior to
the event each semester.
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This event gives you practical help from your international
student advisors with your international student check-in

process and a chance to learn about your responsibilities
as an international student.

Additionally, you will meet your Global Ambassadors, make
new friends, learn about ways to get involved in our vibrant
international student community, and enjoy food together.

Getting Settled In

REBELCARD ...

The RebelCard is your official UNLV ID. It also allows you access to campus facilities, programs, and
services, including the residence halls, libraries, computer labs, and events. To get access and avoid
standing in long lines to get your RebelCard, set up your RebelCard online with a government ID and photo
right away. You will need to activate your RebelCard before using it at any UNLV facility on campus.

You can deposit money onto your RebelCard to use as RebelCash at locations on and off campus.
RebelCash can be used on campus to pay for food, books, and printing. It can also be used at participating
retailers near campus.

To learn how to deposit money and view a list of locations that accept RebelCash, visit Who Takes
RebelCash. Many local vendors offer discounts and special offers to UNLV students who show their
RebelCards.

MOBILEPHONE SERVICE ...

There are four major carriers for wireless phone and internet service in the Las Vegas area: T-Mobile, AT&T,
Verizon, and Sprint. As a UNLV student, you might be eligible for discounts. We encourage you to visit their
websites or call for more information about student discounts and to set up your service.

UTILITIES e

Utility service in the U.S. is often an additional monthly cost that is separate from your housing payment.
When living in a rental home, you are typically required to pay for electricity, water, gas, garbage/recycling,
and home internet. If you are living on campus, visit Housing & Residential Life for information about
utilities for resident hall living and upper-class apartment-style living. If you are planning on living off
campus, you will likely be responsible for setting up your services. Before signing a lease agreement, ask the
property manager (sometimes called a landlord) whether any utilities are included in your monthly rent.

SETTING UP UTILITIES ... .

Utility services can be set up online by completing a registration process. Once registered and with advance
notice, you can usually schedule your service to begin on your move-in date.

Money Matters

OPENING A U.S. BANK ACCOUNT ... s

You will most likely need to open a personal U.S. bank account, especially if you intend to live off-campus
(to pay your bills) or to work (to deposit your paycheck). If you choose to open a U.S. bank account, you
can still maintain your existing account in your home country. To open an account, you will likely need to
establish that you live in the local area. International students and scholars can use their passports and
lease agreements or utility bills.

What to Bring to Open a Bank Account

Before you visit the bank, call or check their website for the documents you will need to open your
account. Information and documentation the bank may ask you to provide include:

* Your full name, your home address, your telephone number, your U.S. home address and
telephone number

*+ Your passport

* Your current UNLV I-20 or DS-2019

+ A secondary form of personal identification for example, student ID card, birth certificate,
or drivers license

+ A letter of admission from UNLV

+ Money to deposit into the account (minimum requirements vary between banks)

HOW U.S. BANKS WORK ... e

Banks and credit unions allow individuals to open personal checking or savings accounts. Each bank will
have its own fees, interest rates, and policies on the minimum required deposit (e.g., $25 USD) to open the
account. The U.S. government insures banks and credit unions up to a specific amount.

Your bank in your home country might have partnerships with U.S. banks that can make transactions easier
to manage. You may want to check with your home country’s banking institution before deciding on your
banking preference.

After opening a personal bank account, your U.S. bank will typically send you a debit card via postal mail.
Online banking is common and can be accessed through the bank’s app or website.

MONEY TRANSFER APPS

Some businesses or individuals use money transfer apps for their business transactions. This is not as
secure as using bank services like your bank debit card to make purchases. Although money transfer apps
are fast and convenient, please confirm who you are sending money to before you send. Be aware that
UNLYV tuition and fee payments are only accepted through approved payment methods, which are on the
Cashiering & Student Accounts Tuition Payment Options page.

TIPS TO AVOID SCAMS

International students can be the target of scams intended to steal their personal and financial information.
Here are some valuable tips:

* Never send sensitive personal information using email.

+ Always connect to a secured Wi-Fi network when using online cash apps or logging in to your
sensitive accounts.

+ Always verify who you are sending money to before sending it when using apps like Zelle, PayPal,
Venmo, and Transferwise. We encourage you to read the Consumer Alert from the Federal
Trade Commission.

UNLV’s Office of Technology also has tips on Cybersecurity best practices to help you avoid scams.

NONRESIDENT TAXES ... . e :

Whether you have or have not worked, you must file a tax form each year. To learn more about tax form
requirements, visit the Nonresident Alien Tax Compliance Office or email the office at nrat@unlv.edu for
general and specific questions related to taxes.

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Employment

SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER (SSN) .

If you are going to be paid for any type of work in the United States, you will be required to get a Social
Security number. You must request and be approved for your work BEFORE requesting a SSN. If you have a
previous SSN, you do NOT need to request a new one. When applying for a SSN, you need to have been in
the United States for at least 10 days. For more information, see the Social Security Administration's Guide
and the ISSC website.

WORKING ON CAMPUS e

F-1 students who have received their UNLV “Continued Attendance” I-20 are eligible to work on campus for
up to 20 hours per week during the regular semesters. Please see the ISSC website for more information
about on-campus employment as an F-1 international student.

J-1 students are required to get written authorization from ISSC to work on campus. Authorization must
be received before any employment begins; this includes Graduate Assistant positions.. A J-1 student may
be authorized to work up to 20 hours per week during the academic year and full time during summer and
official University holiday breaks for on-campus employment. Students who already have assistantships
considered to be equivalent to 20 hours a week are not eligible for additional on-campus employment.
Please speak with your ISSC Advisor for additional information. Graduate assistants must also review the
Graduate Student Assistant Handbook.

WORKING OFF CAMPUS e

F-1 students have the option of working off-campus when their training is considered an essential part of
the curriculum (internship, practicum, volunteer, or work experience) and directly related to the student’s
program of study, called Curricular Practical Training (CPT). F-1 students who are getting ready to graduate
can apply for Optional Practical Training (OPT) which allows them to work in the U.S. for up to one year
after graduation. F-1 students who are in an eligible field may be able to apply for an additional two years of
STEM OPT after their first year of regular OPT.

J-1 students may be eligible to work off campus in a job that is specifically related to their course of study.
This is called Academic Training and must be authorized by your ISSC advisor before your first day of work.

When you are planning for CPT, OPT, OPT-STEM, or Academic Training, please review the

ISSC Curricular Practical Training, ISSC Optional Practical Training, ISSC OPT-STEM Extension, and
ISSC Academic Training information pages on the ISSC website and feel free to contact ISSC@unlv.edu
if you have any questions.

Setting Up Your New Home

Setting up your living space with furniture and housing supplies can be exciting and fun. On campus housing
typically comes furnished, that means you do not need to buy furniture such as a bed or desk, but you will
need to buy housing supplies. Please refer to page 13 of the UNLV Housing Guide for a list of household
items you might want to buy. If you live off campus and your new home is unfurnished, you will need to buy
furniture and housing supplies which can be purchased at various online or local retail stores.

RETAILSTORES ... ... ... ...

Many retail stores are “one-stop-shops” that sell a variety of goods, from clothes, bath and beauty supplies,
to furniture, and electronics. Other retail stores specialize and sell specific goods like furniture. When buying
furniture and heavy housing supplies consider how you will get these items to your new home. Some retail
stores offer delivery services for a fee. You can also rent a moving van or truck, but in Nevada vehicle rental
companies require the driver to be at least 21 years old, have a valid driver’s license, and a credit card. Plan
ahead by checking the store’s website for what goods are available at a store near you and the cost of
delivery fees.

After arriving in the U.S. and completing the mandatory check in with ISSC, you are permitted to apply for

a Nevada Driver’s License, Driver Authorization Card, or Nevada identification card. You will complete your
application at a Nevada Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) office, see DMV office locations to find a
location near you. To avoid long wait times, use the DMV’s online appointment system. First-time applicants
must provide proof of identity and residency.

Please see the ISSC website for more information about required documents based on immigration status.

For F-1 students and J-1 exchange visitors, the Nevada Department of Motor Vehicles typically issues a
driver’s license that is valid for a maximum of one year.

PASSPORT AND I-94 ERRORS

The student, exchange visitor, scholar, and/or dependent will need to consult their home country’s embassy
or consulate to find out how to correct, update, or renew the passport. Most embassies and consulates have
a website with information regarding this issue. If you believe your 1-94 has an error, please refer to the

1-94 corrections page and contact ISSC@unlv.edu.

Parking and Transportation Resources

Students, staff, and residents can park their vehicles on campus in designated parking spaces located in
parking lots. You must purchase a parking permit to park your vehicle in most parking lots on and near
campus. Many parking lots offer short-term parking by the hour that can be purchased through the

Pay by Phone app. For more information about parking enforcement hours, purchasing a student parking
permit, and other services offered visit Parking and Transportation Services.

PARKING TIPS FOR STUDENTS .. . e

 Plan ahead and use UNLV Park & Go, an interactive website that provides real-time information about
the available parking spaces in campus parking locations.

+ Plan to arrive 30 minutes early to find parking.

* On University Center Drive and Harmon, Lot S does not require a parking permit

+ Reserved lots and reserved parking spaces require special permits to use.

+ Parking is enforced during business hours and is not enforced on Monday through Thursday after 7 p.m.
(after 5 p.m. during the summer), Friday after 1 p.m., or on weekends. Students, staff, and faculty do
not need permits to park their vehicles during non-enforced hours and days.

On Campus Motorist Assistance and Safety

Motor assistance and safety services are available to anyone who parks on campus including jump start
cables for dead car batteries, tire inflation, emergency phones, and safety escorts. For more information

visit Motorist Assistance and Safety.

If you have a flat tire or require towing assistance, you will need to contact a third party or use the roadside
assistance that is offered through your auto insurance. Roadside assistance is an additional cost you can
purchase with your auto insurance. There are online applications such as Yelp or Honk that can recommend
roadside assistance providers near you.

Rideshare and Taxi

In Nevada, private companies that provide transportation for a fee are typically Rideshares or Taxicabs.
Common Rideshares are Uber and Lyft. To use Rideshares you must download the online app and sign up
for service. To book a Taxicab you can call directly and for some Taxicab companies use an online app.

There are multiple Rideshare and Taxi Cab pickup and drop-off locations on campus.
Public transportation

The Regional Transportation Commission of Southern Nevada (RTC) oversees public transportation
in Southern Nevada which includes Las Vegas. You can purchase a discounted transit pass (U-pass)
online through the rideRTC transit app, or in person at the Student Union, UNLV Parking Office, or RTC
Administration Building. The RTC also offers a Club Ride program that helps users find affordable and
convenient transportation options.

Transportation Safety Tips

+ Plan ahead by knowing generally the area where your destination is located.
+ Wait for your ride in a designated pick up and drop off place.
+ Check your driver’s rating to make sure they have prior experience and a good rating.

STUDENT HEALTH INSURANCE

F-1 Requirements

All UNLV F-1 degree-seeking students are required by UNLV to be enrolled in a health insurance plan that
is compliant with the Affordable Care Act (ACA). Typically, students will be automatically enrolled in a
qualifying health insurance plan that is ACA compliant. Travel insurance plans do not meet the health
insurance plan requirements.

If you are covered by an existing health insurance plan and you think your plan meets the health insurance
requirements, you can complete an F-1 Health Insurance Waiver. Students must complete the waiver each

semester. Email questions to insurancewaiver.grads@unlv.edu.

J-1 students (both non-degree and degree-seeking) have different health insurance requirements regulated
by the US Department of State. Degree-seeking J-1 students will be enrolled in the UNLV Student Health
Insurance Plan; this plan meets the Department of State Requirements. Non-degree-seeking J-1 students
will need to purchase health insurance from one of two authorized providers. For details on the J-1 health
insurance requirements and approved providers for non-degree J-1 exchange visitors, please visit the ISSC

All Graduate Assistants (GAs) are required to have health insurance while under contract. All GAs enrolled
in the UNLV Student Health Insurance Plan will be given a subsidy for the total cost (fall and spring) of the
health insurance premium. The cost of the UNLV Mandatory Health Insurance is subject to change each

“CULTURE SHOCK" AND CULTURAL ADJUSTMENT ... .. ... ..

Leaving your home, family, and friends to live in a new culture can be both exciting and challenging. Many
international students experience positive and negative emotions during this time of adjustment. Although
everyone’s transition to a new culture will be unique, there are 5 stages of “culture shock” or cross-cultural
transition and adjustment that students commonly experience’ 2. It's important to note that not everyone
experiences each stage, begins at stage 1, or goes through the stages in order. The culture shock and
adjustment process are not linear and each person might move forward or backward revisiting stages.

Stage 1 — Excitement or Honeymoon: Arrival in a new culture and university is an exciting time that often
comes with intense positive emotions. You might feel extremely excited, curious, and interested to learn
about the language, customs, food, and location of your new home. This initial stage is comparable to when
people take vacations and are enthusiastic about trying everything that is new and unfamiliar.

Tips for Coping and Thriving:

+ Know your surroundings - explore campus and get familiar with the places you will visit regularly, like
grocery stores, restaurants, bookstores, or classrooms.

* Locate resources — know where to find support by visiting the Student Resource Guide and reach out to
your department to learn about program-specific support.

+ Make connections — networking and meeting new people can assist in learning American cultural and
social norms and friendship expectations. Reaching out to your instructors is a great way to learn
about course expectations.

+ Document your experience — keep a journal and share your new experiences with family and friends.

Stage 2 - Frustration or Crisis: After the initial excitement and interest, many people experience various
negative emotions including frustration, loneliness, anxiety, confusion, and even physical symptoms like
headaches. Interactions and experiences that were once exciting might now be stressful or confusing. On
top of that, you miss your home, family, and friends, which is often called feeling “homesick”. This is the
most challenging part of the transition and you might feel like isolating yourself.

Tips for Coping and Thriving:

+ Don't Isolate - avoid isolating yourself from people you previously connected with (friends, classmates,
and instructors) and lean on your UNLV support network. What you are experiencing is common,
so consider attending group discussions with other international students who are going through a
similar situation.

+ Be kind to yourself — understand that your negative feelings are valid and okay. Take time to do things
you enjoy and destress.

* Get help - seek out help through the resources, programs, and services available to you.

+ Practice gratitude — taking the time to think about what you are grateful for can help shift your
perspective from focusing on what is bad to what is good. The practice of gratitude is a
powerful strategy for changing your mind to look for and recognize positive aspects about
your current situation.

 Educate yourself — learn more about healthy ways to cope and adjust with cross-cultural transitions. If
you have previously experienced challenges, you might be surprised by your ability to cope during
this difficult transition. Check out this video from You@UNLV about a student at another American
university and his experience with cross-cultural transition and adapting.

Stage 3 - Recovery or Gradual Adjustment: You have experienced many positive and negative feelings,
but generally you may be more comfortable with these emotions. With more knowledge of American
cultural norms and academic expectations, your confidence to explore new places and interact with
people may increase.

Tips for Coping and Thriving:

+ Gaining resilience — you begin to recognize and feel comfortable with the tension of being away
from your country of origin, but at the same time you have new perspectives and skills that have
helped you recover. This type of resilience can only be achieved by going through a difficult
transition and recovering.

+ Build stronger connections — when you feel confident about social interactions this is an ideal time to
strengthen friendships and connections with classmates, work colleagues, or instructors/professors.

* Return to exploration — you might feel ready to find new places of interest and this is a great way to
immerse yourself in American culture.

Stage 4 — Acceptance or Biculturalism: You now have a good understanding of American and academic
culture. You accept the differences and delight in the similarities between your home country and your
new home. You are comfortable in most situations and have various friendships and work relationships
you enjoy.

Tips for Coping and Thriving:

+ Challenge yourself — expand your comfort zone by trying new activities or finding opportunities that will
help you grow academically, personally, and professionally.

+ Pay it forward — your experiences are valuable and sharing what you have been through with others
may help them with their cultural transition and adjustment. Consider volunteering or seeking a paid
position where you can help others cope and thrive (e.g., be a global ambassador or join a student
organization that is active in the international campus community).

Stage 5 — Reverse “Culture Shock”: Once you have completed your program, you will begin the transition to
your chosen career. You might be returning to your home country or to a new country of residence. You will
likely feel a mix of emotions, such as excitement about your new career and sadness for leaving your friends
and life in the U.S. You should expect challenges with the transition; even if you are returning home, your
perspective has broadened, and you will likely not see your home the same way. This is common for many
students who have studied abroad.

Tips for Coping and Thriving:
+ Stay connected - remain in contact with the friends you made while studying abroad.
+ Be patient with others and kind to yourself — know that your family and friends will not share your
perspective as they have not shared your experiences. Be sure to give yourself time to adjust and
share your feelings and thoughts with others who can validate your feelings and support you.

Additionally, it is not appropriate to ask police
officers for favors or to offer money in exchange for services or to avoid penalties.

« Security Escort to have an officer or Safety Cadet escort you to any location on campus during
evening hours.

+ Lost and Found to find or turn in valuable items found on campus such as keys, phone, ID, wallet,
purses, or computers.

+ Attend Self Defense Classes to learn how to avoid dangerous situations.

UNLYV is nestled in the dynamic Las Vegas community. Our 350-acre campus is full of green spaces and
unique buildings for you to enjoy. Public universities in the US are open to the public, not gated, and as such
it's important that you take the same safety precautions that people in any US city take. Here are some
general tips to keep you safe:

+ Get to know the campus safety services. Use the red emergency phone stations on campus or your
RebelSAFE Mobile app if you feel unsafe, need to report suspicious activities, or need somebody to
escort you.

+ Take precautions after dark. Use the buddy system instead of walking alone. Always pay attention to
people and the environment around you.

+ Keep things locked. Close and lock your windows and doors and keep your blinds and curtains closed
at night. Secure your electronics when feasible and keep your valuables in a safe place.

« Be smart on your phone and computer. Take care with the information you share about yourself online
Protect your passwords and PINs. Use official wifi only and log out of accounts to avoid hackers.

« Car Safety. Park in well-lit areas and stay alert when walking to your car. Always keep your car doors
locked, and never leave valuables in your car. Have a plan. Know where you need to go beforehand
and don't be distracted by your phone.

+ Protect yourself from potential danger. Don't ignore something that gives you reason to be suspicious.
If something makes you uncomfortable, ask for help.

CONFIDENTIAL REPORTING CHANNELS (TITLE IX)

The University Libraries are a central hub on campus for students to study, work on projects, and collaborate
in a supportive environment. Lied Library serves as the main campus library and is joined by four branch
libraries: Architecture Studies Library, Music Library, School of Medicine Library, and Teacher Development
& Resources Library.

The Libraries offer more than 600 computers, printers, group study rooms, study pods, and more to
support your academic needs. Your RebelCard grants you access to borrow books, equipment, and more
at the Libraries. You can access online resources (e.g., online articles, databases, or ebooks) with your
ACE account.

Students can access the Makerspace in Lied Library to use technology for 3D printing and scanning, vinyl

cutting, sticker making, laser cutting, sewing, embroidery, and more. Just attend an orientation session to
gain access. Students also have access to our Multimedia Production Studios, which have equipment and
technology to assist you with recording music, podcasts, video presentations, and more.

The Tutoring Center, run by the Academic Success Center, is located on the first floor of Lied Library, and a
Graduate Student Commons is open to grad students on the second floor. The Book ‘N’ Bean coffee shop is
also located on the first floor of Lied.

The Libraries host many student-focused events and academic workshops on a range of topics throughout
the semester.

Enrolled undergraduate students who experience an unexpected crisis might be eligible for emergency
funds. Emergencies include but are not limited to accidents, food or housing insecurity, iliness, damage
caused by fire, or death in your family. Visit the S.0.S Emergency Relief Fund for more details and
application instructions. Please be aware that this application for funding is only available when funds are
available. However, in the event of an emergency, students can submit a case to Financial Aid to request
emergency funding in Rebel Success Hub and attach appropriate documentation as well as a description

of the emergency and the amount needed. The Financial Aid Office will review your request and get back to
you within 10 business days. If your need is more urgent you should use the Viva Chat in Rebel Success Hub
to request your case be escalated for a more immediate review.

UNLV UNDERGRADUATE MERIT-BASED SCHOLARSHIPS ... ... .. . ...

Admitted international undergraduate students may be considered for merit-based scholarships. These
scholarships range from $5000 - $7000 USD per year. Students can apply prior to their first fall term, and
scholarship consideration only happens once per year.

To be considered, you must:

+ Apply for the fall term
+ Scholarship consideration occurs yearly before the fall term
+ There is no scholarship consideration for spring and summer

+ Be admitted before the priority deadline
* For up-to-date information visit Financial Aid Deadlines

+ Complete UNLV's Alternative Need Form before the priority deadline
* You must be admitted before the form can be submitted
* This form is required for many UNLV scholarships

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spiritual practices. Close friends often share this kind of information, but that is not an expected
conversation topic for classmates, work colleagues, or acquaintances (someone you know but who
is not a close friend).

+ QOutside of faith-based groups, exploring extracurricular activities offered by various offices on campus
is another great way to build a community with people who share similar interests or hobbies. For
example, if you are passionate about volunteering, there is the Service Learning and Leadership
Office. You can also explore groups or activities in your local neighborhood or through your city’s
recreation centers. Some recreational activities that are popular in Las Vegas and surrounding
neighborhoods include nature hikes, bird watching, cycling, art viewing and art classes, archery,
gardening, pickleball, tennis, and attending outdoor concerts.

OFFICE OF UNDERGRADUATE RESEARCH

International undergraduate students can request research guidance and advising from the Office of
Undergraduate Research (OUR). You can get involved in research by participating in the fall or spring
research symposium, writing an article or creating art for the Spectra Undergraduate Research Journal, or
applying to participate in a research program or for research funding.

In the city of Las Vegas and surrounding areas, you can enjoy a wide variety
of outdoor activities, such as hiking, rock climbing, and camping. Red Rock Canyon, Mount Charleston, and
Sloan Canyon National Conservation Area are a few examples of the scenic destinations in and near the
city. Other renowned destinations are only a short flight or hours drive from Las Vegas, including Southern
California (Los Angeles and San Diego), Utah, and Arizona.

Las Vegas Climate

The Las Vegas climate is characterized by long and dry summers (average temperatures 90 °F or 32 °C),
warm fall and spring temperatures, and short winters with mild day temperatures (average temperatures 57
°F or 14 °C) and cooler nights (average temperatures 40 °F or 4°C). Las Vegas is sunny year-round with an
average of 26 rainy days per year.

INTERNATIONAL TRAVEL

F-1 students and their F-2 dependents can travel internationally during the F-1 student’s enrollment and
while on OPT or OPT-STEM Extension. International travel is also permitted for J-1 exchange visitors
and their dependents.

GRADUATION RESOURCES ... . . e

Undergraduate students who would like to learn about the graduate school application process can apply to
participate in the Grad Rebel Advantage Program (GRAP). Students who participate in GRAP receive many
program benefits including, special workshops, events, activities about graduate study, and mentorship. The
program duration is typically one year and applications are only accepted during a certain time frame, so
please review this information on the program website well in advance of your graduating semester.

Graduation Requirements and Deadlines

Undergraduate students who plan to graduate should review the Office of Registrar's graduation
requirements at least 1 semester prior to the semester they plan on graduating. Graduate students

who are nearing graduation should review the Graduate Student Handbook for guidance on graduation
requirements, which include applying for graduation and culminating experience, master’s thesis, or
doctoral project defense requirements. Additionally, graduate students can view graduation deadlines for
the semester they plan to graduate.

Commencement Resources

UNLV also has a Cap & Gown Lending program, where students can borrow a cap and gown (i.e., the
required attire for graduation) for their graduation. The program operates on a first come first served basis,
which means students should apply early.

Students should check with their department or college for graduation resources specifically for their
program of study. Additionally, students with certain cultural or ethnic identities can contact the

Ceremony or the Asian, Pacific Islander, Middle Eastern (APIME) Graduation Ceremony.
