1 — Page Number

e Use 17 (2.54 cm) margins on all sides. For the page header use '/2”” margins and Times New Roman
12-pt font.

e The running head (sometimes omitted if your professor permits) is a short form of the title, no more
than 50 characters, all in caps. Page numbers are flush to the upper right corner of page.

e The title is centered and double spaced. The title should be no longer than 12 words.

— Second paragraph: Changes of affiliation (if any)

— Third paragraph: Disclosure and Acknowledgements

— Fourth paragraph: Contact Information
